The Alexandra Children’s Haven was set up by Mama Portia in June 2004 in Alexandra Township, South Africa to care for children who had lost their parents at a young age, many due to HIV Aids. It also provides 50 families now headed by the oldest child, with the basic essentials they need to survive each month.  In addition to this outings are arranged – a visit to the zoo, a picnic in a park, sometimes soccer – things that give enjoyment to kids.
